B. Second Form: The Station at the Place Where the New

ing sacred vestments and with the miter and the pastoral staff or, as circum-
stances suggest, a rochet, a mozzetta, a pectoral cross, and a stole (in this 
case without the miter or pastoral staff), approaches the people. With the 
pastoral staff and the miter put aside, he greets them, saying:

The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ,
and the love of God,
and the communion of the Holy Spirit
be with you all.
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
