DRIVING POLICY

Personal Decision:
Who decides that the time has come for a sister to stop driving?  The answer, in many cases, is the sister herself.  This is the best situation, one coming from an honest assessment of one's skills and recognition of one's responsibilities for personal safety, the safety of others and the good of the community.

Often this decision comes after a period of self-limited driving during which a sister has addressed her responsibility for safe driving by eliminating night driving, long distance driving, bad weather driving or rush hour driving, etc.  In other words, she has restricted her driving to avoid situations that make her nervous and therefore more likely to be involved in an accident.

Drivers at age 80 will discuss their driving with the prioress.

Prioress:
Occasionally, direct intervention by the prioress is needed to resolve a question of restricting or terminating driving privileges, temporarily or permanently.  Such direct intervention usually comes after sisters' and friends' expressions of concern about a sister's driving safety have been unsuccessful in persuading her to take corrective action.
