Fraternal Kiss, second option 
(Chapter II, nos. 137 and 165)

88 CHAPTER II

Or the following antiphon may be sung with Psalm 100 (99):

Mode 1
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Or, another appropriate liturgical song with a similar theme to the respon-
sory or the antiphon may be sung, especially when Psalm 100 (99) has been 
used as the Responsorial Psalm in the Liturgy of the Word.

Psalm 100 (99)

1 Cry out with joy to the Lord, all the earth. †
2 Serve the Lord with gladness. *

Come before him, singing for joy. R.

3 Know that he, the Lord, is God. †
He made us; we belong to him. *
We are his people, the sheep of his flock.

4 Enter his gates with thanksgiving †
and his courts with songs of praise. *
Give thanks to him, and bless his name. R.

5 Indeed, how good is the Lord, †
eternal his merciful love. *
He is faithful from age to age. R.

The Glory be to the Father is not said. The psalm is interrupted, however, 
and the antiphon repeated after the Bishop and Priests have given the fra-
ternal kiss to the newly ordained.
