Elect:

I do.

But if the elect is a religious, the Bishop says:

Do you promise respect and obedience to the 
Diocesan Bishop and to your legitimate Superior?

Elect:

I do.

The Bishop always concludes:

May God who has begun the good work in you 
bring it to fulfillment.
